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The Port of Long Beach Harbor Complex is a unique sub-watershed which includes Port facilities, tenant facilities, and privately owned facilities.  The Port of Long Beach (Port) developed an Industrial Storm Water Pollution Prevention Program (Industrial Program) in 1992 on behalf of itself and participating facilities to comply with the requirements of the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System General Permit for Storm Water Discharges Associated with Industrial Activities (Industrial Permit).  
A regional approach was developed to comply with the Permit; essentially approaching the Port as one large industrial facility.  The Port is the permit holder and permit obligations are divided amongst the Port and its participating facilities.  The Port has the responsibility of submitting the NOI, educating and assisting the participants with the development and implementation of storm water pollution prevention plans (SWPPPs), training its participants regarding storm water pollution prevention, conducting annual site compliance evaluations at participating facilities, performing non-storm water discharge visual observations at storm drain outfalls, implementing a regional sampling and analysis program, maintaining a GIS database of storm water infrastructure and sampling data, and preparing and submitting annual monitoring reports to the Regional Board.  
Participating facilities are responsible for developing a SWPPP based on the POLB template, conducting employee pollution prevention training, conducting monthly wet season storm water visual observations, conducting dry season non-storm water visual observations, performing an annual self inspection of their facility, and updating and recertifying their SWPPPs on an annual basis.  
The presentation will illustrate the unique permit compliance structure the POLB has negotiated with the Regional Board for the CASQA members in attendance.  Aspects of the program such as the annual facility inspections, GIS system, and regional monitoring program will be covered in detail.  Common compliance issues encountered in the field and innovative BMPs utilized to overcome these issues will also be covered.  
This progressive approach to industrial storm water permitting has resulted in a high level of compliance at the facilities throughout the Port and may be a useful model for those interested in achieving compliance from a more regional or watershed based approach.
