CONTRACTUAL ISSUES, CHANGE ORDER GROWING PAINS and solutions to REDUCE THE IMMEDIATE FINANCIAL IMPACTS OF THE NEW CONSTRUCTION GENERAL PERMIT
The new Construction General Permit will have an immediate increase on current budgets and financial forecasts for new projects. Long gone are the days when a Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan and erosion control plan set is all that is needed to determine the budget for a project’s storm water requirements. Municipalities, private owners, and contractors will need to create new contracts and new contract language. Owners will also have to allocate money towards an increase in services such as site inspections, sampling activities, and project scheduling.  Existing contracts will need to be revised to meet the new requirements for an individual project. 
This short presentation will bring together legal experts in storm water, municipal law along with storm water construction management to outline the contractual solutions and suggestions for the new Construction General Permit new obligations.
