Industrial Stormwater Management in California
This presentation will extract the key industrial stormwater issues for industrial facility owners, MS4 operators and permitting authorities.  It will:
· Address struggles to define Best Conventional Pollutant Control Technology and Best Available Pollutant Control Technology in the context of variable industrial stormwater discharges. This discussion will include case studies to illustrate BMPs and strategies for defending BMPs from lawsuits alleging BMPs do not meet the Best Conventional Pollutant Control Technology and Best Available Pollutant Control Technology standards.  
· Compare and contrast federal court and state water board’s interpretations of how receiving water quality standards, from TMDLs to the California Toxics Rule, relate to industrial stormwater discharges and the general permit.
· Address the primary causes that lead to enforcement actions, with a focus on trends in citizen lawsuits.  
· Identify past and present federal and state enforcement priorities, as well as areas that merit priority status in the future.  This discussion will reference U.S. EPA’s evaluation of state and regional water quality board enforcement.
· Address the state’s industrial stormwater general permit revision.  (Content will depend on the status of the permit revision process at the time of the presentation.)
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
