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Abstract

In September of 2005 the project first began with two lots. The remaining nine lots followed suit in November 2007, with a single Engineer applying for 11 permits for Single Family Developments. The hillside community of La Cresta is located within the jurisdiction of Riverside County and is nestled at the boundaries of the City Of Wildomar, and County of Riverside as it overlooks both Lake Elsinore and million dollar homes.  The development as planned would be 11 single family homes with outrageous views.   

Permits were issued, bonds were posted and grading began.  Soon after issuance environmental and safety hazards quickly followed.  NPDES inspections commenced in 2007 and corrections given by County Inspector go unheeded.  Inspections commence again in 2008 and Stop work orders are issued.  In December 2008 the San Diego Regional Water Quality Control Board inspects along with the Riverside County Inspector.  Grading occurs beyond approved plans, corrections given to the developer are still ignored.  .  The sites remain in gross non-compliance and 2008 permits with the County are expired.  

New permits are applied for in 2009.Fast forward to the present 2009/2010 rainy season; numerous NPDES corrections are ignored, and stop work orders are still in effect.  Three downstream properties receive mud flow from the development in which structures are damaged.  Other properties are also affected; however property damages occur within the drainage courses and along the road within the City of Wildomar.  
Riverside County issues each property owner NOV’s with abatement orders on 02/11/2010. A Contractor is readied to begin the abatement and liens are placed on each of the properties within the development.  The property owners respond immediately to this enforcement and install approximately 100,000 dollars in erosion and sediment control BMP’s within a two week period.  NOI’s are filed with the state and SWPPP’s are developed.  The State is still processing their enforcement and fees from the State issued NOV.  The enforcement and penalties will be retroactive.  

Currently the development is in compliance and a shining example of BMP installation since February 2010.  The relationship is a good working relationship between the developer and the County of Riverside.  Enforcement achieved many desirable objectives including; overall NPDES compliance, positive outreach performed, enforcement taken, inter-jurisdiction cooperation, and the protection water quality.  Site pictures and documentation will show the devastation that occurred at this development and the vast improvements now that compliance was obtained through enforcement.
