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Abstract

As the current MS4 permits require many new site development requirements, the approach that planners and site designers have historically used to layout a project will change.  Low Impact Development design is more than adding landscaping.  LID designs mean that the project proponent, architect and engineer need to review the local regulations, the proposed land use and the existing topography to begin the thought process on a project layout.  Why are the Water Boards including LID requirements into design and how does this design look?
The first half of this presentation will discuss why current California MS4 permit requirements reflect LID parameters and how site design will change based on these requirements. The other elements that will be discussed include required changes to planning, landscape and building ordinances, general plan changes and conflicts with the Building Code.  LID requirements are also linked to TMDLs, so the Basin Plan/303(d) listing relationship will also be presented.  

The second half of this presentation will focus on how LID design will look to meet these requirements.  LID features and approaches that have been provided in many LID references will be summarized. Features include approach to grading, natural drainage pattern and building location.  BMP designs include pervious pavement, infiltration BMPs, rain gardens and roof drainage design.  Specific LID features and BMP designs will be presented through case studies and examples.
